8. Can you identify any of the key components of the role of a qualified veterinary nurse 

working in veterinary practice? 

9. What do you think are some of the main challenges facing the veterinary profession at the 

moment?  Why are they important to veterinary nursing? 

10. From your own experience – what do you think are the benefits and challenges of working as 

part of a team? 

11. What personal qualities do you possess that will enable you to be an effective veterinary 

nurse?
